The stand is a real, contiguous parcel of land that is all similar or homogeneous with respect to the physical, biological, and developmental attributes of land used to define a particular stand type. In management planning, the stand is the entity which is actually located and treated or harvested. The stand type is an abstraction, a classification concept used to build forecasting or predicting models, such as a yield model, to estimate the behavior or productivity of the land under different treatments and to generalize results to all stands of the same stand type.

(b) It would be a good classification if the response to treatment or disturbance by output that are important to the owner, such as timber or sediment, can be consistently and accurately predicted for each land class.
