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Evaluation of a
Linear Expression
in Two Variables

Suppose that a = 5 and b = 7.

(a) To evaluate a + b, we replace a with 5 and b with 7.
at+tb=5+7=12

(b) To evaluate 3a + b, we again replace a with 5 and b with 7.
3a+b=3X5+7=15+7=22
