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Graphing a Vertical or
Horizontal Line

Graph y = 4.
Since y = 4 is equivalent to 0 - x + y = 4, any value for x paired with 4 for y will
form a solution. A table of values might be

X Y
-2 | 4
01| 4
214

Here is the graph.

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The graph is a horizontal line that crosses the y-axis at (0, 4).
