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Multiplication Property of
Equality: Problem Type 1

« Example 1

Solve
6x = 18

Multiplying by % on both sides of the equation, we get

1 1
—~-6x=->--18
6 6
or, equivalently,
x=3.
The solution is 3. To check, replace x with 3 in the equation 6x = 18.

This gives 6 - 3 = 18, which is true.
