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1.5 In the Maya creation story in the Popol Vuh, the creators, Kíucumatz and Tepew first made the earth and its mountains, plains and rivers.
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1.6 Here, from the Popol Vuh, the parrot tells one of the Maya creators about the yellow and white corn.  The creator then uses the corn meal to make the flesh and blood of the first true people.
